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I’ve been studying Tarot since childhood. I grew up in a pagan household with an 
incredible Mom that opened the door to spiritual study. She fostered my curiosity 
and imagination for all things and encouraged me to learn about different types of 
spiritualism to formulate my own conclusions. When I became a stepparent, I wanted  
to create the same safe harbor for my stepdaughter to explore the world. 
 
In June 2019, at 36, I suffered a stroke that left my dominant right hand temporarily 
incapacitated, and life suddenly came to a screeching halt. I had been working on a 
set of Tarot flashcards for my stepdaughter before my stroke and decided to make the 
project my primary focus during my recovery. At my physical therapist’s suggestion,  
I worked the creation of the cards into my rehabilitation exercises. 

Traditional educational methods often cater to the neurotypical, leaving out  
the neurodivergent—those with conditions like autism, dyslexia, and ADHD. This 
oversight extends to Tarot, where interpreting intricate symbolism and constantly 
referring to guides can deter newcomers. I aimed to simplify this. 
 
Being someone with AuDHD and now navigating post-stroke challenges, I understood 
the unique struggles faced by the neurodivergent community. I’ve relied heavily on 
tools like flashcards for my aphasia and felt there was a niche for more accessible  
Tarot learning tools.

It took three months to finalize Tarotorial®. Its completion revealed a wider impact 
beyond just my stepdaughter and me. The demand for the cards grew, inspiring me 
to convert the flashcards into a full Tarot deck. With my wife Courtney’s unwavering 
support and her push to self-publish, what began as a personal project evolved into  
a shared journey. 
 
This guidebook is rooted in the Rider Waite Smith Tarot system and designed  
to make Tarot more approachable. While it provides straightforward explanations of 
symbols, always remember that personal intuition plays a vital role in Tarot readings. 
And though this guide is tailored for the Tarotorial® deck, it’s versatile enough for  
any Rider Waite Smith-style deck.

A B O U T  T A R O T O R I A L ®
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Most historians agree that the earliest recorded account of the Tarot originates 
in northern Italy in the late 14th century, with a bridge-like card game called 
tarocchi. Tarot derives from this word, whose root in Italian—taroch—translates 
to “foolishness.” The term taroch was first used in the 15th century, when 
“Trionfi,” a 70-card game inspired by theatrical festivals common during the 
Italian Renaissance known as trionfo, was invented.  
 
Many of these early versions were hand-painted and available only to the 
wealthy. The invention of the printing press made the medium more accessible, 
and the popularity of these card games spread across Europe. The decks included 
a series of suits. Many had four suits of pip cards with a repetitious symbol (i.e., 
spades, clubs, hearts, and diamonds) in ascending numerical assignments and 
four to six court cards. Some expanded to include a fifth suit, trumps, with a 
series of illustrated cards richly designed with symbolistic allegory.  
 
Common symbolism in these early decks included Renaissance and Medieval 
Christian themes. But as the years progressed, iconography from other cultures 
and religions was imbued into the artwork. It’s speculated that the cards were 
used for divination purposes early on. They contained imagery and rhetoric that 
eluded to fortune-telling and laid in patterns similar to Tarot spreads. 
 
In 1507, the bulk of Tarot production centered in and around Marseilles, 
France. Later in 1748, after standardization with Roman numerals and French 
titles, a version of this French Tarot system was published called the “Tarot of 
Marseilles.” The system is still popular today and is the deck that inspired Arthur 
Edward Waite and Pamela Coleman Smith, creators of the Rider Waite deck. 
 
Using cards for divination has deep links to Roma esotericism. It was common 
for Romani women to take up cartomancy and fortune-telling as a sole means of 
income, as they were often barred from holding other types of employment due 
to oppressive racial stereotypes. It’s believed that Romani cartomancers would 
also create their own Tarot decks in a pictorial style. What’s unfortunate about 
learning the history of Tarot is that the sizable Romani influence is often left 
out. The Romani assuredly paved the way for Tarot to see mainstream interest  
as cartomancy spread across Europe.
 
We begin to see more evidence of the development of Tarot near the late 
seventeen hundreds. In 1770, Jean-Baptiste Alliette, best known by his moniker 

T H E  H I S T O R Y  O F  T A R O T
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Etteilla (his surname spelled backward), published “Etteilla, Or a Way to 
Entertain Yourself With a Deck of Cards.” His book was a how-to guide on using 
Tarot cards specifically for divination. 
 
In 1781, French occultist Antoine Court de Gébelin circulated a series of essays 
linking the Tarot to the Hebrew alphabet and the Tree of Life. Both Etteilla and 
Court de Gébelin incorrectly reported that Tarot was created in Egypt by a group 
of seventeen Magi under the direction of Hermes Trismegistus, the author of 
“Hermetica.” There has been no supportive proof to substantiate those claims. 
However, occultists connected Tarot to Hermetic, Kabbalist, and astrological 
associations. Gébelin also claimed that Tarot cards were brought to Europe by 
Romani immigrants due to the incorrect belief that Romani people are of  
Egyptian descent.1 
 
Éliphas Lévi, born Alphonse Louis Constant, was a French occultist who created  
several works that spoke of his interpretation of the Kabbalah and its connection 
to Tarot. There’s no evidence of Lévi having studied with any Jewish scholars, 
but rather proof that he derived his interpretations from Cabala, a Christianized 
form of Qabalah. Lévi’s works would become early influences of A.E. Waite and 
Aleister Crowley, who created the Thoth Tarot with Lady Frieda Harris, published 
in 1944. 
 
Gébelin declared that the Major Arcana of the Tarot could be associated with 
the twenty-two Hebrew alphabet letters. Modern Tarot decks regularly draw 
from the spiritual depths of Kabbalah and Judaism. Yet, historians and Jewish 
scholars contend that these earliest occultists had a limited knowledge of Jewish 
mysticism, which can be attributed to an over-reliance on Cabala. While A.E. 
Waite endeavored to distinguish between various kinds of Qabalah, Gershom 
Scholem, an author and Jewish scholar, commented he “simply lacked the proper 
instruments needed for the task of really understanding Jewish Qabalah.”2

During the 1880s, the Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn was founded with  
the purpose of thoroughly exploring the occult sciences. Two of the most 
famous members of this order were A.E. Waite and Pamela Coleman Smith. They 
collaborated to create the initial Rider Waite Smith Tarot deck, which became 
one of the most successful commercially. Aleister Crowley, another Tarot deck 
creator, along with Waite and Smith, incorporated astrological symbols and

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associations into the cards, creating a strong connection between Tarot and 
astrology. The aim was to capture a comprehensive view of the universe by 
linking the archetypal experiences reflected in the heavens and the cards. At 
the heart of this intertwining is the principle of correspondence, which pairs 
the elements, astrological signs, planets, and houses with specific Tarot cards, 
particularly within the Major Arcana. These associations add layers of meaning, 
offering a richer narrative during readings, especially for those understanding  
astrological nuances. 
 
Tarot is a collective project formed by many global influences over the years, 
so it is vital to be aware of its cultural underpinnings and give them their due 
reverence. Various texts offer further insight into the dynamics around the 
medium and its invention, and I recommend you consult them as you deepen 
your studies. 
 
Moving forward in this book, I’ll spell out references to various systems that  
were incorporated into the Rider Waite Smith Tarot deck. We can pay tribute to 
Tarot’s roots while educating ourselves about the parts and components that 
have been assimilated from other faiths. Judaism is a closed practice, demanding 
initiation or birth into the religion. Many traditional rules on Kabbalah were 
set in place to guarantee students had the necessary maturity and awareness 
to delve into the doctrine; these all directed towards the fact that an in-depth 
understanding of the Torah is essential. To truly grasp the ideas in the Rider 
Waite Smith Tarot, we should remain conscious of and give respect to the  
closed practices they reference.

T H E  H I S T O R Y  O F  T A R O T
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Arthur Edward Waite and Aleister Crowley designed Tarot decks that are among 
the most widely recognized and used today: the Rider Waite Smith and the Thoth 
Tarot, respectively. Their deep involvement in the Hermetic Order of the Golden 
Dawn shaped their choices to associate zodiac signs, elements, and planets with 
the Tarot cards. This esoteric organization played a significant role in the modern 
evolution of Tarot and their personal beliefs and mystical interpretations. 
 
Waite and Crowley were members of the Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn, 
which combined various esoteric systems, including Qabalah, astrology, and 
alchemy. Within this framework, the Tarot was seen not just as a tool for 
divination but as a map of the universe and the human soul. The Golden Dawn 
developed correspondences between the Major Arcana and the paths on the 
Qabalistic Tree of Life, which were associated with planets, elements, and  
zodiac signs. 
 
While both drew from the same esoteric traditions, Waite and Crowley had 
different spiritual perspectives and interpretations. Waite’s Tarot was deeply 
rooted in Christian mysticism, emphasizing inner transformation. Crowley’s 
Thoth Tarot, on the other hand, was a product of his personal religion,  
Thelema, and highlighted the forces and energies at play in the universe. 
 
While foundational Tarot decks, like the Tarot de Marseille, had elemental 
associations (particularly in the Minor Arcana), the detailed linkage of the  
Major Arcana cards with zodiac signs and planets was a more modern 
innovation. Both Waite and Crowley sought to update and reinterpret the  
Tarot for their era, adding layers of symbolism and meaning that they  
felt were missing or obscured in earlier decks. 
 
It’s worth noting that the Tarot decks crafted by Waite and Crowley reflected 
their personal spiritual journeys. Crowley’s exploration of Eastern philosophies, 
magick, and Thelema profoundly influenced the Thoth Tarot. In contrast,  
Waite’s Christian mysticism and more reserved approach to esotericism are 
evident in the imagery and symbolism of the Rider Waite Smith deck.

T A R O T  +  S Y M B O L I S M
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The term “Kabbalah” has multiple spellings—such as “Qabalah,” “Cabala,” and 
others—due to its linguistic origins and varied cultural adaptations. Stemming 
from the Hebrew word “הלבק” (Qabbālāh), which means “reception” or “to 
receive,” its transliteration into Latin-based languages like English can produce 
various spellings. In the realm of the Western occult tradition, the spelling 
“Qabalah” is most commonly used. This variation distinguishes the Hermetic or 
esoteric interpretation of Kabbalah from its Jewish mystical origins (“Kabbalah”) 
and its Christian adaptations (“Cabala”). By using “Qabalah,” Western occultists 
signaled their unique take on these ancient teachings, incorporating them into  
a broader system of Hermeticism, alchemy, and ceremonial magick.

The combination of Qabalah and Tarot in Western esoteric traditions has  
given rise to a plethora of symbols, interpretations, and spiritual insights, 
despite Tarot not being an explicit part of traditional Qabalistic practices.  
The amalgamation of these two rich systems of symbols highlights humanity’s  
never-ending pursuit of universal understanding and spiritual growth. Occultists 
aimed to unlock deeper levels of spiritual wisdom and found that Qabalah, with 
its profound mysticism, could expand the Tarot cards’ esoteric meanings. By 
mapping the Tarot onto the Qabalistic Tree of Life, the cards could represent  
the emanations of the divine or stages of spiritual evolution. 
 
The Renaissance and the 19th century witnessed significant cultural and 
spiritual exchanges in Europe, which led to a resurgence of interest in 
Hermeticism, alchemy, and other ancient wisdom traditions. Qabalah, 
reinterpreted in Christian and Hermetic contexts, became a significant part  
of this milieu. Prominent figures such as Éliphas Lévi, Arthur Edward Waite,  
and Aleister Crowley were instrumental in establishing and promoting  
these connections. 
 
Incorporating Qabalistic elements into the Tarot became popular through 
institutions like the Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn, with its influential 
members such as Arthur Edward Waite. The structured system of Qabalah, 
particularly the Sephirot and paths of the Tree of Life, allowed occultists to 
offer more in-depth and systematic Tarot readings, tapping into the layers of 
Qabalistic wisdom for meditation, divination, and spiritual growth. 
 
The fusion of Qabalah and Tarot was part of a broader endeavor by occultists  
to bridge different esoteric systems, aiming for a profound understanding of the 
universe, humanity, and the divine. The combination provided a more intricate 
tapestry of symbols and meanings, enhancing the depth and applicability of 
Tarot readings. Thus, the synthesis of these rich systems of symbols underscores 
humanity’s timeless quest for spiritual enlightenment.

T A R O T  +  Q A B A L A H
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The Ten Sephirot
According to Qabalah, the esoteric, hidden meaning of the Torah explains the 
relationship between our universe, the Divine, and infinity. The Tree of Life passes 
through four levels of existence on its way between heaven and earth. Exploring the 
Tree of Life can be a great introduction to various practices such as Golden Dawn  
and Thelema.

The Four Worlds 
In Qabalah, there are four worlds or planes of existence: Atziluth (Archetypal World), 
Briah (Creative World), Yetzirah (Formative World), and Assiah (Material World). 
Each of these worlds corresponds to a suit in the Minor Arcana of the Tarot: Wands, 
Cups, Swords, and Pentacles, respectively. When connected in order, the worlds create  
Jacob’s Ladder.

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Jacob’s Ladder
The connection between Tarot and Jacob’s Ladder is rooted in integrating Qabalistic 
philosophy into Western esoteric traditions. Those who delve into the deeper esoteric 
meanings of the Tarot, particularly within the context of the Hermetic Qabalah, 
recognize Jacob’s Ladder as an allegory for the ascent through various spiritual 
planes or spheres. Jacob’s Ladder is a metaphor for spiritual evolution or the  
stairway to heaven.

The Qabalistic Tree of Life is a diagram comprising ten spheres, or Sephirot, 
interconnected by 22 paths, each corresponding to one of the 22 Major Arcana cards 
in the Tarot. This Tree of Life represents the descent of the divine into the material 
world and the potential ascent of the soul back to the divine source. It mirrors the 
ascent and descent of angels on Jacob’s Ladder.

Just as Jacob’s Ladder signifies a connection between the earthly and the divine 
realms, the Tarot, when interpreted through the lens of Qabalah, charts a journey 
of spiritual evolution. The Fool’s Journey, which depicts the Fool’s progress through 
the Major Arcana of the Tarot, is akin to a spiritual ascent, where one begins with 
innocence and ignorance and moves through various life lessons and spiritual 
insights, culminating in enlightenment or cosmic consciousness.

         The central pillar of the Tree of Life is often compared to Jacob’s 
Ladder because it represents a balanced path of ascent to the 
divine. This pillar consists of the Sephirot Kether (Crown), 
Tiphareth (Beauty), Yesod (Foundation), and Malkuth (Kingdom), 
which are regarded as stages of a spiritual journey, with the Tarot 
cards linked to the paths between them acting as guides  
or gateways.

Although the Tarot’s origins are not directly related to the story 
of Jacob’s Ladder, the integration of Qabalistic symbolism into 
the Tarot system by certain esoteric scholars and practitioners 
has interwoven the two in a rich tapestry of spiritual symbolism. 
For those who study the Tarot from a Qabalistic perspective, 
the allegory of Jacob’s Ladder provides a profound narrative of 
spiritual ascent and the interrelatedness of the earthly and divine 
realms. Thus, the connection between Tarot and Jacob’s Ladder is 
one of profound spiritual significance, representing the ascent of 
the human soul towards the divine.

10 OF PENTACLES

THE FOOL
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The 22 Paths 
There are 22 paths that connect the Sephirot and complete the form of the Tree of 
Life. These paths are the origin of the major arcana. The energy of those cards is 
created by the flow of energy between their two connecting Sephirot. So, while they 
fully embody their own number, deeper meaning can be found if you look at them 
this way too. 

For example: Strength is the path between Chesed (mercy) and Geburah (severity).  
With that in mind, it makes sense that Strength would represent gentle persuasion  
and understanding.

The paths also correspond to the 22 letters in the Hebrew alphabet, which is why 
those symbols appear on the cards in the Hermetic Tarot.

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Numerology, the study of the mystical significance of numbers, has always  
been intertwined with the Tarot. Each card in a Tarot deck has a number, and 
this number often provides deeper insight into the card’s meaning. Here’s a 
breakdown of how numerology is incorporated into Tarot:

The Major Arcana
Cards 0 through 21 in the Major Arcana are numbered and each number has 
its own significance. For instance, the number 1 is usually associated with new 
beginnings, leadership, and potential, and this is reflected in The Magician  
(Card 1), who embodies manifestation, resourcefulness, and power.

The Minor Arcana
The numbered cards (Ace through 10) in each suit of the Minor Arcana also 
correspond with numerological meanings. The Aces (1s) typically signify 
beginnings or the pure essence of their suit. The 10s often indicate the 
culmination or completion of the suit’s journey.

The Court Cards
Although most court cards don’t have numbers, numerology can still be used 
in conjunction with their interpretation, especially when considering them 
in relation to the numbered cards of their suit. For instance, the Page can be 
associated with the energy of the 11, the Knight with 12, the Queen with 13,  
and the King with 14.

In numerology, numbers can be reduced to a single digit (except the master 
numbers). For instance, 15 can be reduced to 1+5 = 6. This technique can be used  
in Tarot to find deeper meanings. For example, the Tower card, numbered 16, can 
be reduced to 7 (1+6), linking its tumultuous energy to the introspective  
and challenging energy of the Chariot (Card 7).

Master Numbers
Some numbers, like 11, 22, and 33, are 
considered “Master Numbers” with 
unique significance. These can be 
associated with higher spiritual insight 
or energy. This association is more 
interpretive and not standard across all 
Tarot systems.

T A R O T  +  N U M E R O L O G Y
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You’ll notice some “count” associations as you read this book. For those 
unfamiliar, counting in Tarot is used primarily in certain traditions or reading 
styles, most notably in the Golden Dawn system. This method involves 
determining card relationships and connections based on numerological 
sequences. Counting can provide additional insights into reading by revealing 
underlying themes or drawing attention to particular cards that significantly 
influence the situation.

The reading begins with a specific card, often the Significator or a card that 
stands out prominently in the spread. Each card in the deck has a numerical 
value. The Major Arcana are numbered 0 (The Fool) to 21 (The World), while the 
Minor Arcana use their face value (Ace as 1, Two as 2, etc., up to 10). Court cards 
have their own values: Page is 11, Knight is 12, Queen is 13, and King is 14.

Starting from the selected card, count through the cards in the spread based on  
the value of the starting card, usually in a particular direction (e.g., clockwise).  
The card you land on provides additional insights or emphasizes certain aspects  
of the reading.

Another method that complements counting is pairing. Once you have counted 
from the initial card, you can pair the cards on either side of the spread, working 
inwards. Each pair provides combined insights that deepen the reading’s scope 
and add further layers of analysis.

In the Golden Dawn system, readers might also consider elemental dignities  
when using counting. This involves looking at the elemental associations 
of adjacent cards (i.e., their suit: Wands/Fire, Cups/Water, Swords/Air, 
Pentacles/Earth) to determine if they strengthen or weaken each other,  
which can adjust or refine the interpretation.

It’s worth noting that not all Tarot readers use this method. Like many Tarot 
techniques, its effectiveness and relevance depend on the reader’s intuition, 
training, and personal preference.

T A R O T  +  C O U N T S
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The Major Arcana is a set of twenty-two cards, spanning from 0, The Fool, to 21,  
The World. Rich in symbolism and ancient wisdom, the imagery of the Major 
Arcana draws from diverse philosophical, religious, and esoteric traditions, 
offering layers of meaning and insight. 
 
A narrative often associated with the Major Arcana is “The Fool’s Journey,” 
an allegorical tale depicting an individual’s life path from innocence to 
enlightenment. Starting with The Fool, symbolic of untapped potential and 
beginnings, the journey unfolds through subsequent cards, representing life’s 
challenges, introspections, and revelations, culminating with The World,  
a symbol of realization. 
 
The appearance of a Major Arcana card indicates that profound spiritual lessons, 
significant life events, or pivotal decisions are at play. Whereas the Minor Arcana 
might point to daily matters and transient influences, the Major Arcana zooms 
out, highlighting the broader narrative arc of one’s life and the soul’s evolution. 
Each card, from The Magician’s manifestation power to the Death card’s 
transformation theme, mirrors our deeper psyche and universal experiences. 
 
The Major Arcana serves as the heart and soul of Tarot, capturing the essence  
of the human experience in its myriad forms. Through its archetypal imagery 
and profound symbolism, it offers guidance, reflection, and insight into our 
journey’s spiritual and moral dimensions.

In readings, the reversed Fool may indicate second-guessing or doubt about a  
new venture or journey, leading to procrastination or inaction. It may signal a loss  
of spontaneity or faith in the universe, or a timely warning to re-evaluate one’s  
current path and ensure proper preparation and understanding. Pause and  
reflect before stepping forward to avoid aimless wandering.

Arcana cards of the Tarot deck as symbolic stages of human experiences.

As the Fool embarks on their journey, they encounter various challenges and 
lessons and undergo a series of personal transformations. Each card symbolizes a 
specific stage or lesson in life, reflecting the ups, downs, joys, and sorrows of the 
human experience. The journey concludes with The World, where The Fool has 
achieved enlightenment and wholeness.

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In the Rider Waite Smith system, there are fifty-six total cards in the Minor 
Arcana, divided into four suits with fourteen cards each. Those suits are  
Wands, Swords, Cups, and Pentacles.

Wands are a symbol of inspiration, spirituality, determination, strength, 
intuition, creativity, and ambition. They represent our dreams, passions, and 
motivations and how we express them. The suit has its origins in traditional 
playing cards’ “batons” or “clubs” suits, which were used to depict the peasantry’s 
connection to agriculture and the earth. Over time, the wands evolved to 
represent spiritual growth and enterprise.

Cups deal with emotions, relationships, connections, and intuition. This suit 
delves deeply into the realm of feelings, love, connections, and emotional well-
being. The “hearts” suit in regular playing cards originally denoted the clergy 
and reflected their emotional and spiritual orientation. In Tarot, it came to 
represent the realm of emotions and interpersonal relationships.

Swords are associated with action, change, force, power, oppression, ambition, 
conflict, and strife. Originally representing the nobility, who had ties to the 
military, swords evolved from the “spades” suit in traditional playing cards.
